STEP 3:  Study Abroad

□ Students are required to study abroad in Latin America on an approved program for at least one semester and 
preferably for a year. Students must receive the approval of relevant departments and/or, as appropriate, the direc-
tor of Latin American studies to receive major credit for courses taken abroad.

STEP 4:  Senior Program

□ Either a senior international studies seminar (INTL 04XX), or students may also propose to write a two-semes-
ter honors thesis (INTL 0703) in their senior year. A thesis is required for honors. Students must have a 3.5 aver-
age or better in all courses that count for the major to apply to write an honors thesis. No exceptions will be made 
to these requirements. (1) __________
