PREREQUISITES TO STUDENT TEACHING

According to Vermont Agency of Education guidelines, a student who wishes to student teach must demonstrate competence in writing, speaking, mathematics, and mastery of the content endorsement sought. In addition, the Education Studies Program requires that the prospective student teacher demonstrates a genuine interest in and commitment to a career in teaching, as well as requisite knowledge, skills and dispositions. The competencies and commitment are demonstrated through the following:

· Successful completion of a first-year seminar and a College writing course;
· Successful completion of the college-wide distribution requirement (including SCI and DED for elementary applicants);
· Successful completion of all course requirements for the double major in Secondary or Elementary Teacher Education with Recommendation for Licensure. 
· Assessment by the Education Studies faculty of a student's communication skills in prerequisite courses;
· Assessment by their advisor (i.e., the advisor outside of EDST);
· An overall “B or better” average in courses taken before the professional semester;
· A “B or better” average in the field of major studies before the professional semester;
· Review by the Education Studies Program faculty of the applicant's transcript, performance, work habits, and dispositions in Education Studies and related courses, application essay, and Academic Reference form completed by their advisor.

Demonstrated commitment and personal qualities needed for a successful student teaching semester as attested by:

· Satisfactory attendance and performance during field placement work in local schools;
· Demonstration of such personal qualities as initiative, dependability, self-confidence, empathy, cooperativeness, flexibility in adapting to new situations, and appropriate interactions with students, as evaluated by the Education Studies Program faculty, by other faculty at the College, and, when appropriate, by classroom teachers involved in the student's field placements.

If awarded, admission to the professional semester is provisional until you successfully complete the current semester(s) preceding the professional semester based on the above criteria.  Admission will be revoked if you do not continue to meet these criteria.
