The Mountain Club

T was really Mr. Battell who made it all possible
l when he gave us his 35,000 acres of forest for a
playground! That was in 1915 and Middlebury
students have been romping there ever since. '

But it was not until the spring of ’31 that an

organization appeared which enabled groups to play

together in this great expanse of unspoiled woodland.

Thirty men and women made a snowshoe trip to the

top of Lincoln Mountain, the January of that year, -
and on the way back Johnny Storm and Sam Abbott

thought it out. Three days later a faculty-student

meeting was held in Dean Hazeltine’s room and two

weeks later a committee of investigation was ap-

pointed by the student body. By the end of February

membership cards were circulating.

So it was that the Middlebury Mountain Club be-
gan and in the few years of its life it has gained a
larger and more vigorously interested membership
than any other group on the campus. Open to the
faculty and alumni, it offers a splendid opportunity
for the older Middlebury enthusiasts to become well
acquainted with the undergraduates.




Club activity includes skiing, tobogganing, snow-
shoeing, fishing, climbing, ski-joring—and now our
Winter Carnival! The membership tax was two dol-
lars to start with, but it has been reduced to one dol-
lar which entitles a member to the use of club equip-
ment such as knapsacks, cooking utensils, snowshoes,
. and fishing tackle, as long as advanced reservations
are made. TFor each type of activity, leaders are
responsible for their phase of work, whether it is for
the trails, cabins or the equipment.

The goal towards which the Club is working, is
the construction of a central lodge for week-end

trips within hiking distance of the college. When
plans were sketched and a site suggested, it was in-
teresting to learn from Professor Voter that in his

college days a similar organization which died out
when the leaders graduated, had chosen the same
place for a lodge with almost identical plans. This
lodge will be both the expression of the hopes of

former Middlebury students and a source of enjoy-

ment for future ones.
