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Required for the Joint Major:  For the philosophy component of a joint major, students 
must take nine philosophy courses, including: 

1. PHIL 0180, to be taken by the end of the sophomore year; 
2. One 0400-level seminar to be taken in the last three semesters; 
3. Three of the following: 

a. PHIL 0201 or CLAS/PHIL 0275 
b. PHIL 0250 
c. one course in Ethics and Social & Political Philosophy (ESP) and 
d. one course in Epistemology, Language, Metaphysics, Mind and Science 

(ELMMS) 
4. A course in which the student completes a senior independent project that 

shows evidence of having integrated the training of both major 
fields.  (Normally this course will be PHIL 0710, though other models may be 
appropriate.)  The topic and scope of the independent project is to be 
determined in consultation with both major advisers.   

5. At least three other philosophy courses, in order to fulfill the nine-course 
requirement.
