Language Study for IGS Latin American Studies: Students who place into Spanish 0220 or 
above must take at least two semesters of Portuguese (0210 and above) to fulfill the language 
requirement. Students who place into Portuguese 0215 or above must take at least two 
semesters of Spanish (0105 and above) to fulfill the language requirement.
