- in stressed syllables will be underlined (except in monosyllabic words). Stressing the correct syllable is essential!

Vowels Russian has only a few vowel sounds. Compared to English vowels, Russian vowels are extremely pure; take great

care not to move any part of your tongue or mouth when pronouncing a Russian vowel.

Reduction:  The expected sounds of o, a, e, and s are “reduced” to other vowel sounds when unstressed, as detailed below.
