2. By designated deadline following the research, submit a report of no
more than 750 words outlining the work accomplished to date

3. inthe fall following the research, participate in a meeting to discuss
the status of the project

4. complete the thesis or senior project

5. in the final semester, present the results of the research in the
Rohatyn Center’s public forum
