Australia’s and New Zealand’s educational systerashaghly
regarded throughout the world and offer valuableoofunities for
U.S. students looking for an academic and persdralenge in an
English-speaking school system. In the past deagmrtunities
for American students to study in their junior yegaAustralia or
New Zealand have expanded tremendously—and Amesicaents
have taken full advantage of the situation. Eadr g@proximately
10-15 percent of Middlebury students studying cereally
sponsored programs study in Australia or New Zehlan
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UNIVERSITIES IN AUSTRALIA AND NEW ZEALAND

University entry in both Australia and New Zealas@ompetitive
and academic standards are high. All universitiexcansidered
“accredited” and are closely monitored by the gowent (they are
required to satisfy certain conditions in ordebé&oeligible for
federal funding). Universities in Australia and Néealand
generally have a wide range of course offeringaamy disciplines.

Australia

There are 43 universities in Australia (40 Ausgmaluniversities,
two international universities, and one privateciéy university).
Of the public universities in Australia, more thaadf were
established before 1988. Six were establishedeafirit universities
in each state in the nineteenth and early twentetfturies. One
university was established at the conclusion of [d/@far |l,
followed by a group of 12 state universities thatevestablished in
the late 1950s, 60s, and early 70s to accommoldatedreasing
number of students who were intent on a univeisiycation.

New Zealand

New Zealand has eight institutions of higher leagnalso public
universities.QS World University Rankings rank all eight New
Zealand universities in the Top 3% in the worlchéfie are also 21
Polytechnics and Institutes of Technology, but Neddiry students
typically do not attend these schools, as theyem®relevant to a
liberal arts degree.) Most of the universities emNZealand were
established in the late 1800s: the UniversitieAwdkland,
Canterbury, Otago, and Victoria, as well as Linddhiversity and
the Auckland University of Technology. Massey Umgity
followed in the 1920s, then Waikato in the ‘60s.
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EDUCATIONAL DIFFERENCES
IN AUSTRALIA AND NEW ZEALAND

Based on the English university system, bacheltetgees in
Australia and New Zealand are generally three yedth some
students adding a fourth year for an Honours dedtarajor
difference between the Australian/New Zealand etlucal systems
and that of the United States is the level of speeition. Students
in Australia and New Zealand choose their aregetialization
during secondary school. They do not choose antasmat of
courses from a variety of departments; this conoéptliberal arts
education is unigue to the United States. In artralian or New
Zealand university, the primary function of acadesns to conduct
research, so there is a strong emphasis placetidens
independence.

In deciding to study abroad, students should be ettt
educational philosophies overseas differ substnfram those
dominant at U.S. colleges and universities. Wik American
higher educational system is based on contracietions with
students and continuous assessment, foreign edoabtiultures
place primary responsibility for learning on thdiiidual student. In
most disciplines in Australia and New Zealand,ghacipal vehicle
of instruction tends to be the lecture, while clpadicipation and
discussion usually play a less prominent role h&tsame time,
students have greater freedom to pursue what gtgetleem within
the general framework of a given course than enathe case at
Middlebury. Contact with professors is likely to di€ferent as well,
and interacting with professors may require mandestt initiative. In
short, the experience of studying abroad is likelge very different
from that to which students are accustomed. Steddmuld embrace
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this challenge as a unique educational and cultymadrtunity.

GRADING SYSTEMS AND COURSE LOADS

Australia

Most Australian universities use a grading systath four clear
grades of pass, although the terminology diffets/ben institutions.
The most commonly used terms are High Distinctidistinction,
Credit, and Pass. There is also a grade of ConaadBerminated
Pass, which is roughly equivalent to a U.S. grdd®d It is
important to note that the distribution of gradegustralia contrasts
markedly to that of the U.S. Many Middlebury stutdeare used to
earning grades of B or better; it can be moredliffito receive the
equivalent grades at Australian universities. Famneple, according
to several studies, the number of students whaedagrades of A in
the U.S. was three times the number of High Disitimcgrades
awarded to students in Australia. It is also imgotto note that the
award of the grade Credit, which is roughly compbrdo a B/C
grade in the U.S., is considered to be a good go#ide in Australia,
and the award of a Pass grade in Australia is taeraommon than
the comparable U.S. grade of C. Nonetheless, Middiestudents
who take their academic work seriously generallyquen at the
same level abroad as they do at Middlebury.

New Zealand

In New Zealand students work to earn an overalkrf@rtheir
“course” (degree) in a specific discipline. Resalts normally
written in letter grades of A through F, but thiayrvary at some
universities. New Zealand degrees are grantedragidgFirst,
Second, Third, Pass, and Fail), and employers o#gunire students
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to present these results during job interviewsinA&ustralia, in
New Zealand it can be more difficult to earn thghhgrades to
which Middlebury students are accustomed.

Course Loads and Credit Transfer

Middlebury expects students to takenafimal” full load of courses
as defined by their university abroad (NOT a “miam{ full load).
Taking extra courses witlot result in extra credit. On the other
hand, taking less than a normal full load (as deitezd by the
program or university attended) will jeopardize ttansfer of credit
and the number of credits earned. Students stuayingograms
sponsored or transcripted by U.S. universities ¢hidulate credit in
terms of semester/credit hours should be awareathatmal full
load in such systems ranges from 15 to 19 semesdit hours
(NOT 12), regardless of the number of courses taRéen,
students will take more courses than they woulidtlebury;
sometimes they will take fewer courses, dependimthe normal
full course load at the host university. Howeverjer no
circumstances should they take less than 15 senuestét hours.
Students should also take care to distribute ttwirse choices and
not to exceed the maximum number of course créaithe major
(16 in a single departmentj most cases, students studying in
Australia or New Zealand will take at least four courses per semester
(with some exceptions); see International Programs with questions.

Exams

Students are required to take all exams when and vehne they are
offered, even if other visiting or international sudents are allowed
to opt out of examsThis means that Middlebury students are
required to sit for exams at the same time andedacstudents in the
host country. Students may not avail themselvesmgfexceptions
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offered to visiting students in order to avoid seenetimes long
reading period between the end of classes anddiaaths, and
students are not normally permitted to re-sit exduoesto failure.

Grades

As per a faculty vote, Middlebury transfers alldstiabroad grades.
All grades earned on approved study abroad progvéliise
recorded on the Middlebury transcript and calcaléatto the
Middlebury grade point average. This includes figilgrades.

Principles for incorporating grades from non-Middlebury
programs abroad into GPA

(Adopted by Educational Affairs Committee, April 2003):

When students’ applications to study abroad arecapeg by the
Programs Abroad Committee, the approval will inthake number
of units of credit that the student will receiveoupsuccessful
completion of the program: nine units (full acaden®ar), five
units (one semester and Winter Term), or four Uite semester).
Assuming enrollment in a normal full load of cowsek as
outlined in the student’s approval letter, the nemtif courses will
be divided into the number of credits the studeiitraceive to
determine the weight to be assigned each courtse icalculation
of GPA. For example, if a student is enrolled irefcourses in a
four-unit program, each course would be assignadight of .80.

If a student is enrolled in four courses in a fivét program, each
course would be assigned a weight of 1.25. Thdsalations will
be carried out to the second decimal place. Ifaating a weight
after the second decimal point does not produesretbat is equal
to 4.00, 5.00, or 9.00, weights will be roundedasmecessary. The
higher weights will be assigned to the courseshitkvthe student
received higher grades.




Normally, as is the case with courses taught oMiagellebury
campus, all courses in which a student is enreliélbe assigned
an equal weight in the computation of the GPA, réigss of the
number of contact hours. However, if the transdaptied by the
program abroad clearly indicated that a coursean@dsuble course
or a half-course, the calculation of course weigtitsbe adjusted
to reflect this.

Only grades that are reported on an A—F scaldyatrcan be
converted to an A—F scale, will be used in theuwaton of the

GPA, including grades of D and F. Courses gradea pass/fail or
audit basis will not be transferred. Because thedidbury faculty
voted to eliminate the A+ grade, grades of A+ il converted to
an A on the Middlebury transcript. In addition, @pkndent research
projects and internships must be evaluated uponrély a
Middlebury faculty member.

Since the weight to be assigned to each gradmater of
calculation, not assessment, students may not bifygea
determinations of International Programs or theifey’s Office
regarding the weight to be assigned to a coursglegts who wish
to appeal their grade in a course may do so ubmgrtade appeal

FULL YEAR/HALF YEAR

It is possible to study abroad in Australia or Négaland for a
semester or a full year, or for the Australia/Negaland academic
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year. The academic year in Australia and New Zehtans from
February until November or early December.

Semester: Students choosing to study abroad irr@iasor New
Zealand for our fall semester usually depart iy dud finish the
semester in November or December (this is SemisteAustralia
and New Zealand). Students who study in Australidew Zealand
during our spring semester usually depart in Felgraad finish in
late June or early July (this is Semester | in falist and New
Zealand).

Year: Students may choose to spend the entiresyadying in
Australia or New Zealand, in which case they wawddmally be
abroad from July until July, which includes the 8aun
Hemisphere summer vacation from December until traalyr(note
that it is not possible to return to Middlebury fibterm only).
Another possibility is to study abroad in AustraliaNew Zealand
for their academic year, February through November/December,
which would mean studying abroad during the spoihgne
Middlebury academic year, followed by the fall sstee of the next
academic year. This is sometimes an attractiveoitr Febs,
whose junior year coincides with this spring/falhabination.

Calendars of Australian Universities:

The University of New South Wales'’s new calendar:

Starting in 2019 (our spring 2019 semester), thevésaity of New
South Wales (UNSW) transitioned to a new acadeaienclar,
called UNSW3+ (for more information see:
www.international.unsw.edu.au/study-abroad-at-yn3ive new
calendar includes three teaching terms plus JararahAugust
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intensive terms (similar to our Winter TerrfIPORTANT :
Middlebury students studying at UNSW will bequired to
participate in the full “Study Abroad Tailored Testrwhich
includes the intensive term plus the regular term:
» Fall semester (Semester Il/Term 3 at UNSW): staits
August and ends mid-December
* Spring semester (Semester I/Term 1 at UNSW): starly
January and ends mid/late May

The required normal full course load will includeeocourse during
the intensive term and three courses during thelaeterm, totaling
four courses for the semester. Students who sudatlgsomplete
the Semester I/Study Abroad Tailored Term 1 (oungpsemester),
will earn five units of credit from Middlebury, faclude J-term and
spring semester. Students who successfully comBkateester
[I/Study Abroad Tailored Term 3 (our fall semest&if) earn four
units of credit (fall semester).

Middlebury students must enroll in the Study Abrdadored
Terms. Middlebury will not approve or grant crefit participation
in only the regular UNSW terms.

Other Australian Universities:

Some universities are beginning to offer earlytstamesters in
order for students to leave early, before the mrgggmester ends.
Middlebury generally does not approve these options



WHICH UNIVERSITY?

Middlebury, unlike many other schools, does notehan “approved
list” of programs abroad. Among the many optionéirstralia and
New Zealand, we do have preferences. Generallyprefer study
that is integrated into the public university syst&Ve have found
that study abroad at private universities in Austrar New Zealand
is not as suitable academically or culturally aslgtat the renowned
public universities.

Although most Middlebury students directly enralla university in
Australia or New Zealand, Middlebury students hals®
participated in SIT Study Abroad, CIEE, and SEA Sster
ecology/sustainability programs in Australia andvMNgealand. As
these programs are focused on biology and envirotahissues and
are of a field-based nature, they are often mgstoggpiate for
students majoring in or who have background inremmental
studies or biology. Students seeking to study aboraSIT Study
Abroad programs in Australia must present a prddosdhe SIT
Independent Study Project as part of their apptingb the
Programs Abroad Committee.

Australian National University — Located in the tted Canberra,
Australian Capital Territory, the university is &ied only minutes
from the nation’s parliament and national instiing. ANU is one of
Australia’s most prestigious universities and ognized
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internationally for cutting-edge research and droek in teaching.

The University of Adelaide — Established in 18h& tiniversity is
located in Adelaide (South Australia) and has aolenent of
approximately 22,000 students. Adelaide is a merabtre Group
of Eight—Australia’s leading universities.

Flinders University of South Australia — Also loedtin Adelaide
(South Australia), Flinders was founded in 1966 hasl an
enrollment of about 16,600 students. Flinders ktabdished itself
as a leading research institution with a devot@mimhovation.

Griffith University — Established in 1975, Griffithffers more than
300 degrees and is home to more than 40,000 stuftent 124
countries. Their five campuses span three citiesd®n Brisbane
and the Gold Coast (Queensland), each with distirezs of
teaching and research.

January is a good time to complete university @agibns, most of
which are available online. Generally, they aredifficult and there
is usually no application fee. Note that many ursitées in
Australia and New Zealand require a 3.0 grade piatage to
apply. Middlebury students with a 3.0 or above \ilily be
admitted to many of the universities to which tlagply.

It is important to be aware that several univegsith Australia and
New Zealand tend to attract Middlebury studentsiige numbers.
Since attending a university abroad with a sigaiftcnumber of
Middlebury students can negatively affect the eiqmee abroad,
students are encouraged to seek out universigsth only have
few Middlebury students, but also have relatively humbers of
U.S. students. Returned students verify that thiaaces successful
integration and helps to avoid the pitfall of harggout exclusively
with American students.

THE APPLICATION PROCESS

It is the student’s responsibility to present tadiflebury College a
compelling academic rationalefor study abroad. Students should
meet with their major advisors during the fall setee and finalize
plans during the registration process for wintat sjpring terms.
This should not be left to the last minute; facualtg often more
difficult to contact during winter term. When mewgiwith their
academic advisor during the application processlestts should
discuss with their advisor where they are applyingtudy abroad,
their academic rationale, and the courses they tmfzke abroad.
All application materials must be submitted throughthe
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Middlebury Study Abroad online application system ty February
1. Seewww.middlebury.edu/office/study-abroad/apjdy all forms
and instructions. Students must complete the folloing:

* Study Abroad Application Form

* Major Advisor's Form

* Essay*

*Essay Instructions: Students should submit an essay
(approximately 500 words) giving theicademic reasons for
seeking to study abroad. Students should explaintheir proposal
relates to their major/minor and general academadsy as well as
why the particular program of study was chosenvaimgthey have
chosen a semester or year abroad.

In order to present a compelling rationale fortihee away from
Middlebury, students should keep in mind that tlo€ge does not
grant academic credit solely for life experiencewltural
immersion. The essay then must preseasdrapelling academic
rationale for off-campus study and should:

i. spell out how the student’s course of off-camptudy will be
integrated with his or her course of study at Mitbdiry, serving a
major, a minor, or some other established curridnlarest;

ii. demonstrate that the student has adequateuign for
studying abroad, in the form of preparatory couveek or research;

iii. demonstrate that the student is aware thairrghe must take

courses abroad that are rigorous and meet atdaasif the
following criteria: 1) they are not offered at Miébury, but are
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appropriate to a liberal arts education; 2) theyraot offered at
Middlebury, but are appropriate to the student’soma) they are
similar to courses offered at Middlebury, but angjue in
perspective; 4) they are similar to courses offatdiddlebury, but
involve study of the natural environment, econorrinistory,
politics, or culture of the region where the schisdituated;

DIRECT APPLICATION VS. PROGRAM PROVIDER

Most Middlebury students apply directly, as vigifistudy abroad
students, to universities in Australia and New Zadland make
arrangements independently with the university.sEhaniversities
have made the recruitment of visiting/study abrs@dents a high
priority and have procedures for orienting andgndging these
students into their academic and residential progra

It is also possible to attend a university in Aaké or New Zealand
through a U.S.-sponsored program provider. Inftnsat, the
program provider takes care of most of the pralciicangements and
provides more services and support. Many univessiti Australia
and New Zealand are affiliated with a number ofypam providers
and welcome applicants whether they apply diremtiyrough a
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program provider. Program providers offer servioesvhich they
charge fees. The program providers with which Métdry has the
most experience are the Arcadia University Colleig@lobal Studies
and IFSA-Butler.

FEES AND FINANCIAL AID

Students studying abroad (except those on officigixchange
programs) are charged an administrative fee of $1(® per
semester abroad. Be sure to tell your parents/guarains about
this fee,which covers some of the costs associated with the
administration of the study abroad process, froenittitial search for
a program through the application and approvalgsses, to the
final transfer of credit. In addition, InternatidriRrograms maintains
links with students abroad in order to help faaibtroom draw and
registration for classes on their return, as welicakeep students
informed of important campus news or in the casenoérgencies.

Federal grants and loans can usually be applied to anyoapd
study abroad in Australia and New Zealand; howeMéidlebury
financial aid is not available. Check with Student Financiavi®ers
(www.middlebury.edu/offices/support/sfs/aid_applyést abroad)
for more detailed information. Scholarships arelatsée from some
study abroad programs on a competitive basis. Alse,
www.middlebury.edu/office/study-abroad/scholarstigrs
information on non-Middlebury sources of finanaal.

Look closely at program fees. Universities oftemeatise only
tuition costs, and there are significant living arahsportation
expenses that must be calculated separately. Ergliemost study
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abroad experiences can be achieved well withinatad cost of a
semester or year at Middlebury. Students returfrimg study
abroad are the best source of information aboutghleexpenses of
such study abroad.
